Resolution

In exercise of the powers conferred under section 104 of The Right to
Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and
Resettlement Act, 2013, the State Government is hereby pleased to determine
the following state policy for taking land on lease from the raiyats for the

works of public purposes as per need for public projects of infrastructure and
public purposes with immediate effect:-

BIHAR RAIYATI LAND LEASE POLICY. 2014

_--——__—-—-—-——ﬂ-—__—-—.—_-__'._______

1. The land may be taken on lease for construction of infrastructure, such
as, academic institutions/ road/ electricity projects/ approach road/
stadium/ embankment/ canal/ land bank etc., rehabilitation of persons
affected by natural disaster and for other works of public purposes
defined under section -2(1) of the Act.

2. The land so to be taken on the condition of perpetual lease and shall be
registered.

3. The land on perpetual lease may be taken at the rate of four times in the
rural areas and two times in the urban areas of the MVR (Minimum
Valuation Register) s

Provided that, if trees or any other structure are situated
on the said land, the District Collector shall, getting them evaluated by
District  Forest Officer and Executive Engineer, Building Construction
Department respectively, make payment of the evaluated amount.

4. The departments of the government and the public sector undertakings,

companies may take land on perpetual lease by adopting a transparent
procedure, in view of the above facts.

>. There will be the following transparent procedure for taking land on

permanent lease by concerned departments/ government companies/
undertakings:-

(a) First of all, the competent authority shall approve the proposal for
taking the land on lease. It will be compulsory to mentioned in the

proposal the area, public purpose and the estimated value of the
required land.
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(b) Thereafter, the Land/ Site Selection Committee shall be constituted
by the competent authority. After in'spection of the land,
recommendation of the Land/ Site Selection Committee will be made
by the said Land/ Site Selection Committee. At the time of Land/Site
selection, the concerned land owners and the representatives of the
Panchayats will be informed of the provisions of the purposes of the
lease policy making contact with them for which the land has to be

taken. The Land/ Site Selection Committee shall select 2-3 alternative
land so that it may be convenient in taking the land.

(c) After reviewing the recommendations of the Land/Site Selection

Committee, recommended Lands/Site will be enlisted serially on the
basis of.suitability by the competent authority. '

(d) The infor?ﬁé’&ign of title and nature of the enlisted lands shall be
obtained from the District Collector. The District Collector shall after
getting the Lands/Sites legally enquired, be satisfied that the land is
not disputed and is in the complete possession of the title holder.

(e) The concurrence on the lease by the land owners shall be obtained
through advertisements in the newspapers. The competent authority

shall select the land in light of concurrence of the land owners. The
value of the land will be evaluated by the District Collector according
to provisions of paragraph-3. '

(f) If structures or trees are situated on the land, their valuation shall
also be made in accordance with paragraph-3 by the District
Collector. '

(8) Thereafter dispgsal of the lease and payment of the value of the land
will be made byfthe department.

(h) The government department/ government companies/ undertaking
may delegate the-powers to execute land lease to their subordinate
officers.

. The model format for perpetual lease shall be prepared by the Revenue

and Land Reforms Depértment after vetting by the Law Department and

shall be circulated to the other departments.

. The amount payable to the interested raiyats under lease shall be paid

through Account Payee Cheque on the date of registration.
