The Bihar Land Disputes Resolution (Amendment) Rules, 2011

No. 8/Rule Amend.-08-01/2010-810(8)Rev.— In exercise of powers conferred by
section 17 of The Bihar Land Disputes Resolution Act, 2009 (Bihar Act 4, 2010), the Governor
of Bihar is pleased to make the following Rules to amend The Bihar Land Disputes Resolution
Rules, 2010 :-

1. Short Title, Extent and Commencement .— (1) these rules may be called The Bihar
Land Disputes Resolution (Amendment) Rules, 2011.

(2) It shall come into force at once.

2. Amendment in Rule-2 of the Bihar Land Disputes Resolution Rules, 2010.— In Rule-2
after the Sub-Rule (xiii) and before the Sub-Rule (xiv) the following three new Sub- Rules shall
be inserted-

(xiii) (a) "Head Clerk"” means the Head Clerk of the Office of the Competent
Authority.

(xiii) (b) "Clerk" means Clerk of the Office of the Competent Authority.

(xiii) (¢) "Sub-Divisional Officer" means Sub-Divisional Officer of the concerning
Sub-Division.

3. In Sub-Rule (i) of Rule-3, The words "The Section Officer or any other Assistant
authorized by the competent authority" shall be substituted by the words "Head Clerk or any
other Clerk authorized by the competent authority."

4.The Last sentence of Sub-Rule (iv) of Rule-6 "Such application shall, as far as
possible, be in the prescribed form" is hereby deleted.

5. In Sub-Rule (i) of Rule-7, the words "Section Officer or the Assistant authorised by
him" shall be substituted by the words "Head Clerk or in the absence of the Head Clerk, any
other Clerk authorised by the Competent Authority".

6. In of Sub- Rule (iii) of Rule-7, the words "the" and before the "Section Officer or
authorised Assistant" used twice shall be substituted by the words "Head Clerk or the authorised
Clerk".

7. In Sub- Rule (iv) of Rule- 7, the words "Section Officer" shall be substituted by the
words "Head Clerk ".

8.The words "Sub-Section" and "the Section Officer" used in Sub-rule (iv ) of Rule 7,
shall be substituted by the words. "Sub-rule" and "the officer" respectively.
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9.(1) In third line of the provision of Rule 17 after the word "for" and before the word
"responsible” the word "applicant” shall be inserted and the provision of Rule- 17 shall be
numbered as (1) thereafter the following new sub-rule (2) shall be added :-

" (2) For the purpose of section-10 of the Act, if it comes to the notice of the
competent authority that a case of civil nature has been filed by or on behalf of
the respondent in a case pending before the competent authority and in which
issues for adjudication are the same as in the case pending before the Civil
Court, it will be incumbent on the competent authority to intimate the
concerned Civil Court regarding the institution of the case in his court
whereupon proceeding in the concerning Civil Court shall abate."
