In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 28 of the Bihar
Special Survey and Settlement Act, 2011 (Bihar Act 24, 2011) (as amended
from time to time). the State Government hereby makes the following
Amendment Rules to amend the Bihar Special Survey and Settlement (as
amended) Rules, 2012:-

1.  Short title, extent and commencement.-

(1) These rules may be called "The Bihar Special Survey and
Settlement (Amendment) Rules, 2024."

(2) It shall extend to the whole of the State of Bihar.

(3) It Shall come into force with immediate effect.

2. Sub-rule (2) of Rule 6 the Bihar Special Survey and Settlement
(as Amended) Rules, 2012 Shall be substituted by the following:-

"Under rule-4(1), the self declaration may be submitted by
the raiyats within 180 working days from the date of proclamation or
before the completion of kistwar, whichever is earlier."

3. Sub-rule (5) of rule 7 of the Bihar Special Survey and Settlement
(as amended) Rules, 2012 shall be substituted by the following:-

"The verification of the map of revenue village shall be
completed within a period not exceeding 30 working days from the date
of the receipt of the map. In case the number of plots is higher in a
village, then the Settlement officer shall have the discretion to extend this

period upto a maximum of 90 working days."

4.  Sub-rule-4(d) of rule 9 of the Bihar Special Survey and
Settlement (as amended) Rules, 2012 shall be substituted by the following:-

"After receipt of information related to Khanapuri Parcha,
concerned raiyat shall file has claims/ objections against the entries in
Form-8 within maximum of 30 days."

5. Sub-rule 3 of rule 10 of the Bihar Special Survey and Settlement
(as amended) Rules, 2012 shall be substituted by the following:-

"Claims/ objections shall be disposed off in a summary
mamer by the Kanoongo/ Circle inspector/ Assistant Consolidation
Officer by passing a reasoned order, within a Maximum period of 60
working days of the filing of such Claims/ Objections.

Provided that if the claims/objections filed pertain to
Government/Public Land, the same shall be heard and disposed off by an
officer not below the rank of Assistant Settlement Officer/Circle
Officer/Consolidation Officer."

6.  Sub-rule 3 of rule 15 of the Bihar Special Survey and Settlement
(as amended) Rules, 2012 shall be substituted by the following:-

"Any person who has an interest in any land or a part
thereof may file Claims/ Objections within 90 days from the date of final
the date of final publication under section-11(1) of the Bihar Special
Survey and Settlement Act, 2011, before one or more than one notified

officer concerned in Form-21"
