No—6/Kh.Ma.Arwal—02 /2011 ..., / In exercise of the powers
conferred by Article- 39 of the Constitution of India, the Government of Bihar is
pleased to declare the follbwing State policy for the temporary settlement of
Chaur, Diara and Gang Barar Public lands with immediate effect:-

"The Bihar Chaur, Diara and Gang Barar Public Land Temporary Settlement
Policy, 2013."

On account of change in flow of rivers in the State lands come out of rivers as
well as get submerged 1n the same. Lands coming out of the rivers become quite fertile
In due course. Such lands may be both raiyati and of the Government. Even during the
submergence In the rivers, the rights, title and interest of the raiyats concerned on the
ratyatl land remains intact and the raiyats retain their right to immediate possession
over the same as 1t comes out of river. In the event of non settlement of public land
coming out of rivers immediately, the said land is quite often occupied illegally by anti
social elements which gives rise to law and order problems. This policy is being
implemented to determine the procedure for earmarking land for public purpose which
‘includes tforestry and horticulture or for determining procedure for temporary
settlement for agriculture purposes, of public land falling in Chaur/Diara/Gang Barar
areas coming out of a river.

2. Advantages of the Policy.- (1) The Government may use Chaur, Diara and
(Gang Barar public land coming out of rivers for public purpose including forestry and
horticulture. This may maintain the ecological balance as well as also encourage
tourism.

(2) The Chaur, Diara and Gang Barar public lands coming out of rivers, which have
become arable due to change in nature, may be temporarily settled for five years with

cligible categories like Mahadalits, other Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes,

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Backward Classes, Annexure- I & II and the families of soldiers attaining martyrdom
In war.

(2) The arable public land coming out of rivers may b¢ managed in a better way.

(3) The tendency of anti social elements to occupy such public lands 1llegally may be

checked.

3. Public use of Chaur, Diara and Gang Barar land.- The State Government, 1t
requires, may earmark public land of Chaur, Diara and Gang Barar or any part of 1t tor
public purposes including forestry and horticulture after segregation. For the purpose
of earmarking such land or any part of it for public use, the Collector of the district
concerned will prepare the proposal and submit it before the Government for its
approval through the Divisional Commissioner. After the consent of the Government
such land or any part of it may be used for public purpose.

4. The Procedure of Temporary Settlement for the purposes of Agriculture.-
The procedure tor temporary settlement of public land coming out of rivers, which has
become arable due to change in nature, shall be as follows:-

(1) The Chaur, Diara and Gang Bafar public lands coming out of rivers. which have
become arable due to change in nature may be temporarily settled for the purposes ot
agriculture for tive years.

(11) The Collector of the District shall submit proposal to the Divisional Commissioner
for approval of temporary settlement ot atoresaid land through a record. The record
shall comprise details of land, check-slip, trace-map. list of beneficiaries in order of
priorities and the details of area and boundary of the land to be settled with each
beneficiary.

(11) The Sub Divisional Ofticer concerned shall distribute parchas to the beneficiaries
concerned after getting the approval ot the Divisional Commissioner.

(1v) The land-rent against the settled land shall be assessed and realised as per the
classification of land of the mauza concerned. In case land-rent of any class of land of
the concerned mauza is not fixed either due to the submergence of the entire village or
due to any other reason, the land- rent of the settled land shall be assessed on the basis

of the land- rent fixed for the land of similar class ot the nearest mauza.
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(v) The land settled shall be non transferable and it can dévolve hereditarily during the
period of settlement.

(v1) No salami/fees shall be realised against the settled land.

(vit) The maximum area for purposes of settlement shall be one acre per family
including the lands held by 1t earlier.

(viir) In case, a settled land submerges again in the river, this settlement shall
automatically stand cancelled and no claim may be made against the Government.
After re-emergence from the river, temporary settlement of such land for five years
will be made afresh in accordance with the aforesaid manner in order of priority as
mentioned In para-35.

S. Qualifications for temporary settlement.- The order of priority for
qualifications shall be in as per the following pattern:-

(a) Mahadalit families not holding agriculture land residing in the village concerned
where the land i1s situated;

(b) Mahadalit families holding not more than fifty decimals of agriculture land
residing in the village concerned where the land is situated:

(¢) Famlies belonging to other Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes not holding
agriculture land residing in the village concerned where the land is situated:
(d)-Families belonging to other Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes holding not
more than fifty decimals of agriculture land residing in the village concerned where
the land 1s situated;

(¢) Families belonging to Backward Classes Annexure-1 not holding agriculture land
residing mn the village concerned where the land is situated;

(f) Families belonging to Backward Classes Annexure-I holding not more than fifty
decimals of agriculture land residing in the village concerned where the land is
situated:

(g) Families belonging to Backward Classes Annexure-II not holding agriculture
land residing in the village concerned where the land is situated;

(h)  Families belonging to Backward Classes Annexure-1I holding not more than fifty

decimals of agriculture land residing in the village concerned where the land is situated;
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(i) Families of such soldiers who have attained martyrdom in war not holding agriculture
land residing in the village concerned where the land 1s situated;

(j) Families of such soldiers who have attained martyrdom in war holding not more than
50 decimals of agriculture land residing in the village concerned where the land 1s

situated:

Provided if the Village in which the land is situated is uninhabited, the land will be
temporarily settled in accordance with the aforesaid priority pattern of among the persons
of aforesaid categories residing in an adjacent village.

6. Cent percent temporary settlement shall be made in accordance with the aforesaid
priority among the female members of the beneficiary famihies of Mahadalits, other
Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes, Backward Classeé Annexure-1 and II and soldiers
who have attained martyrdom during war. Only in case of no female member in the
family, the temporary settlement shall be made with the male members of the family.

7. The temporarily settled land shall be used only for agricultural purpose. The
Divisional Commissioner shall cancel the temporary settlement ot the land concerned 1n
case the land is used for non agricultural purposes. After the cancellation of the temporary
settlement, the Collector, shall send settlement record to the Divisional Commissioner tor
temporary settlement of the land concerned as per aforesaid order of priority, with other
family of suitable category.

8. In case of submergence of the settled land again in the rivers, the settlement will be
cancelled automatically and no claim can be made against the Government. emporary
Settlement of such lands, after coming out of the rivers again, will be made freshly for
five years for the purposes of agriculture as per order of priority as mentioned above 1n
the above manner.

9. The orders/instructions issued in this behalf shall be deemed to have been

deleted/modified, as the case may be, after coming into force of this policy.
